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Abstract 

These instructions present guidelines for preparing papers for the eFarmer 2007 Central European Conference. This document is to be used as a template if Microsoft Word 6.0 or later. Otherwise, this document can be used as an instruction set. The abstract should be clear, descriptive and no longer than 300 words. All symbols used in the abstract should be defined. References should not be cited in the abstract. 

Key words: use maximum of 5 key words.
1 Introduction 

This document is a template for Microsoft Word versions 6.0 or later. If you would prefer to use LaTeX, download LaTeX style and sample files from the same Web page. 

You should use either Word or LaTeX. Other word processor formats are acceptable but discouraged. If you choose a different word-processor, please try to obtain as much as possible the same aspect of these pages. Do not change the font sizes or line spacing to squeeze more text into a limited number of pages. Paper titles should be written in uppercase and lowercase letters, not all uppercase. Avoid writing long formulas with subscripts in the title; short formulas that identify the elements are fine (e.g., "NdFeB"). Do not write "(Invited)" in the title. Do not begin a title with the word "On ... ." Full names of authors are preferred in the author field, but are not required. Use italics for emphasis; do not underline. Please respect the number of pages (6 or 8 pages). 

Each paper must be presented during the conference. At least one author must pay the registration fee when submitting his/her paper. The final paper submission deadline is January 15, 2007. 
2 Procedure for paper submission 

Each paper prepared in the present six-pages one-column format, including figures and tables, must be submitted electronically (only PDF files accepted) to the following conference E-MAIL:

3 Formatting your paper 

Use A4 paper size (21x29.7 cm). All printed material, including text, illustrations, and charts, must be kept within a print area 15 cm wide 24.45 cm high. Top and bottom margins are 2.5 cm and 2.75 cm, respectively, and left and right margins are 3 cm. Do not write or print outside the print area. All text must be in a one-column format Text must be fully justified.

3.1 Main title
The paper title (on the first page) should begin (36pt ) 3 cm from the top edge of the page (3 cm margin plus 1 cm additional space), centered, indented 2 cm left and right, line spacing exactly 24 pt, and in Times 16-point, bold-face type. Capitalize the first letter of nouns, pronouns, verbs, adjectives, and ad-verbs; do not capitalize articles, co-ordinate conjunctions, or prepositions. 

3.2 Author name(s) and affiliation(s)

Author names have to be centered 11 pt beneath the title and printed in Times 12-point, non-boldface type, and with 12 pt spacing after. Affiliations are centered below each author name, in Times 8-point, italic, and with a 6 pt spacing before. Include e-mail addresses.

3.3 Type-style and fonts

Wherever Times is specified, Times Roman, or New Times Roman may be used. If neither is available on your word processor, please use the font closest in appearance to Times that you have access to. Please avoid using bit-mapped fonts if possible. True-Type 1 fonts are preferred.

3.4 Text

Type your main text in Times 10-point, single-spaced. Do not use double-spacing. All paragraphs should be no indent. Be sure your text is fully justified - that is, flush left and flush right. Please do not place any additional blank lines between paragraphs, use spacing 12 pt before. Use boldface and/or italic to emphasize important words. 

3.5 Figures and Tables

Position figures and tables at the tops or bottoms of the page. Avoid placing them in the middle of the page (see the example). Figure captions should be below the figures; table captions should be above the tables. Avoid placing figures and tables before their first mention in the text. Use the abbreviation “Fig. 1,” even at the beginning of a sentence. Figure axis labels are often a source of confusion. Try to use words rather than symbols. As an example, write the quantity “Magnetization,” or Magnetization, M,” not just “M.” Put units in parentheses. Use SI units. Do not label axes only with units. In the example, write “Magnetization (A/m)” or “Magnetization (A-m-1),” not just “A/m.” Do not label axes with a ratio of quantities and units. For example, write “Temperature (K),” not “Temperature/K.”
All graphics should be centered. Your artwork must be in place in the article preferably printed as part of the text rather than pasted up. If you must use photos, they must be pasted into your manuscript. Black and white, clear, glossy-finish photos are preferable to colored.

Use high quality graphics with a minimum of 300 dpi.

3.6 Numbering

Equations, illustrations, graphs, and photographs should be numbered sequentially. Please flush in to the right equation numbering (as in Eq. 1).

3.7 Abbreviations and Acronyms

Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even after they have been defined in the abstract. Abbreviations such as WCCA, SI, MKS, CGS, ac, dc, and rms do not have to be defined. Do not use abbreviations in the title unless they are unavoidable (for example, the title of this article).

3.8 Equations

Leave ample space around equations. Number equations consecutively with equation numbers in parentheses flush with the right margin, as in (1). To make your equations more compact, you may use the solidus (/), the exp. function, or appropriate exponents. Italicise Roman symbols for quantities and variables, but not Greek symbols. Use a long dash rather than a hyphen for a minus sign. The use of fractional powers instead of root signs is recommended. Use parentheses to avoid ambiguities in the denominator. Punctuate equations with commas or periods when they are part of a sentence:
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Be sure that the symbols in your equation have been defined before the equation appears or immediately. In chemical formulae, valence of ions should be given as, e.g., Ca2+ not as Ca++. Isotope numbers should precede the symbols, e.g., 18O. The repeated writing of chemical formulae in the text is to be avoided where reasonably possible; instead, the name of the compound should be given in full. Exceptions may be made in the case of a very long name occurring very frequently or in the case of a compound being described as the end product of a gravimetric determination (e.g., phosphate as P2O5).
3.9 Headings

First-order headings, for example, “1 Introduction”, should be Times 11-point boldface, initially capitalized, centered, with 18 pt before, and 3 pt after. Do not use a period (“.”) after the heading number, only a space. Second-order headings should be Times 10-point italic, initially capitalized, flush left, with 18 pt before, and 0 pt after. Do not use third-order headings.
4 Page numbering

Do not number the pages of the paper in the file.

5 References

References are important to the reader; therefore, each citation must be complete and correct. If possible, references should be commonly available publications. All publications cited in the text should be presented in a list of references following the text of the manuscript. The manuscript should be carefully checked to ensure that the spelling of author's names and dates are exactly the same in the text as in the reference list. In the text refer to the author's name (without initial) and year of publication, followed - if necessary - by a short reference to appropriate pages. Examples: "Since Peterson (1993) has shown that ...." "This is in agreement with results obtained later (Peterson and Kramer, 1993, pp. 12-16)".

If reference is made in the text to a publication written by more than two authors the name of the first author should be used followed by "et al." This indication, however, should never be used in the list of references. In this list names of first author and co-authors should be mentioned. References cited together in the text should be arranged chronologically. The list of references should be arranged alphabetically on authors' names, and chronologically per author. If an author's name in the list is also mentioned with co-authors the following order should be used: publications of the single author, arranged according to publication dates - publications of the same author with one co-author - publications of the author with more than one co-author. Publications by the same author(s) in the same year should be listed as 1994a, 1994b, etc.

Use the following system for arranging your references:

For periodicals

Yang, Q., 1993. Classification of apple surface features using machine vision and neural networks. Comput. Electron. Agric. 9, 1-12.

For entire (special) issue of journal

Glaser, R., Bond, L. (Eds). 1981. Testing: Concepts and Research (special issue). American Psychologist 36 (10).

For books

Peart, R.M., Brooks, R.C. (Eds.), 1992. Analysis of Agricultural Energy Systems. Energy in World agriculture, 5. Elsevier, Amsterdam.

For multi-author books

Price, D.R., Chen, T.H., Peart, R.M. 1992. Acknowledge-based decision system for control of waste heat for a greenhouse-aquaculture complex. In: Peart, R.M., Brooks, R.C. (Eds.), Analysis of Agricultural Energy Systems. Energy in World Agriculture, 5. Elsevier, Amsterdam, pp. 33-46.

For unpublished reports, departmental notes, etc.

Do not abbreviate the titles of periodicals mentioned in the list of references; alternatively use the International List of Periodical Title Word Abbreviations. In the case of publications in any language other than English, the original title is to be retained. However, the titles of publications in non-Latin alphabets should be transliterated, and a notation such as "(in Russian)" or "(in Greek with English abstract)" should be added. Work accepted for publication but not yet published should be referred to as "in press". References concerning unpublished data and "personal communications" should not be cited in the reference list but may be mentioned in the text
6 Submitting pdf files

Authors are required to submit the electronic version of their paper in PDF format at the conference E‑MAIL (szie@efarmer.net). The Publication Chair will not be responsible for the final quality of the manuscripts.
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
